o we will include all apprenticeship starts from 1 May 2017 under the new funding methodology
o we will exclude directly funded 14 to 16 year-old students
+ we will exclude apprenticeship standards from the timely achievement rates

The Department for Education have confirmed to the Mayoral Combined Authorities and the Greater
London Authority (MCAs/GLA) implementation funding. This is to support associated costs in preparation
for the devolution of the Adult Education Budget (AEB).
