The School Organisation (Prescribed Alterations to Maintained Schools) (England) Regulations 2007

The School Organisation (Removal of Foundation and Reduction in Number of Foundation Governors) (England) Regulations 2007
8 Section 25 of the Bill allows a prescribed proportion of the governors to require the governing body to publish proposals to remove the school’s Trust or remove the Trust’s majority on the governing body but only in certain circumstances – only after the Trust has been in place for 7 years or no less than 7 years after any previous proposal to remove the Trust has been rejected.  The figure of 7 years is set in the Regulations.  Is it the right length of time before a minority of the GB can trigger proposals to remove the Trust / reduce its majority?

The School Organisation (Requirements as to Foundations) (England) Regulations 2007
