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�REASON FOR CONSULTATION



The Department consulted last year on its proposals for a new Schools Capital Strategy. This consultation showed widespread support for the general thrust of the strategy and, in particular, the proposal to move away from annual bidding rounds to a more stable and predictable funding framework based on Asset Management Plans (AMPs) and local decision-making. Work to develop and implement AMPs is now underway in most Local Education Authorities (LEAs). AMPs will ensure that Voluntary Aided (VA) schools, like all other categories of school, receive their fair share of capital funding on the basis of locally agreed priorities.



Responses to the Consultation Paper also showed widespread support for new funding mechanisms in the VA sector that:



are more consistent with the allocation systems for other categories of school, whilst protecting the essential characteristics of VA schools; and



are simpler to administer, thereby reducing bureaucratic burdens.



This Consultation Paper seeks views on proposals for a new and simpler system for assigning responsibility for meeting the costs of building work at VA schools. Responses to this Paper will enable us to work up the detail of a new liabilities system which will reduce significantly the bureaucratic burdens imposed by the current arrangements. Any changes that are needed might be given effect by a regulatory reform order under the proposed Regulatory Reform Bill, subject to its successful passage through Parliament. Otherwise, new primary legislation would be required. This consultation applies only in relation to VA schools in England. The National Assembly for Wales is discussing with representatives of the Welsh local education authorities and voluntary bodies whether similar proposals might be introduced in Wales and a separate consultation undertaken in relation to Wales. 



The closing date for responses to this Consultation Paper is 15 September 2000. The address for responses is given at Annex F.







�THE NEW SCHOOLS CAPITAL STRATEGY: WHAT WE HAVE DONE SO FAR



FORMULA REPAIR ALLOCATIONS



From 1 April 1999, LEAs have delegated to Community and Foundation Schools the funds to meet LEAs’ responsibility for revenue repair and maintenance costs under Fair Funding schemes. The nature of the revenue repair and maintenance work supported by these funds is determined through guidance contained in the CIPFA Code of Practice on Local Authority Accounting in Great Britain 1998: A Statement of Recommended Practice (SORP). Funding for capital expenditure at these schools was retained by LEAs. For VA schools, the delegation of funds by LEAs was limited to their responsibility for meeting the costs of internal revenue repairs.



In order to mirror as far as possible the arrangements for the delegation of revenue repair and maintenance funds to all other categories of school, a formula-based allocation of funds to individual VA schools to meet the cost of governing bodies’ responsibilities for external revenue repairs was introduced from 1 April 1999. This enabled VA schools, like all other schools, to have full control of all the funds available for both internal and external revenue repairs. VA school governing bodies now have the same security in revenue repair funding, and the ability to plan for the future, as other schools. A consistent definition of revenue repairs is now used across all categories of school.



SCHOOLS FORMULA CAPITAL ALLOCATIONS



On 1 April 2000, a share of the overall capital resources was devolved to schools through individual formula capital allocations. This was part of the process to empower schools further and to provide headteachers and governing bodies with a real financial stake in agreeing capital investment priorities within LEAs’ AMPs. As for formula repairs, funds for governing bodies’ liabilities were devolved on a notional basis to VA schools, but retained separately by the Department. This arrangement was necessary because funding is channelled to VA schools through grant and cannot be paid by the Department in advance of the expenditure being incurred. 



Formula capital allocations will only deliver fairness across all categories of school if the allocations can be used for the same purpose. This means that certain types of work at VA schools, which have been treated in the past as repairs (called ‘other repairs’), must be regarded from 1 April 2000 as being capital in nature. This is consistent with the treatment of such work, under the CIPFA SORP, at all other categories of school. These changes ensure that the funding mechanisms that operate in the VA sector mirror, as closely as is currently possible, the allocation systems for other schools. 



NEXT STEP



Having put these necessary building blocks in place, the next step, which should meet widespread demand for a simpler and less bureaucratic funding system in the VA sector, is to review the basis on which responsibilities for building work at VA schools are assigned to governing bodies and LEAs. This Consultation Paper aims to identify how a new system might work and invites feedback.





�FINANCIAL LIABILITIES



THE CURRENT ARRANGEMENTS



The respective responsibilities of governing bodies and LEAs under current arrangements are set out at Annex A. These responsibilities, which have been in place since 1944, are given practical effect by the application of the ‘Liabilities List’ at Annex B.



The Liabilities List demonstrates that responsibility for meeting certain costs can vary across differing types of building project. For example, VA school governing bodies are required to meet the cost of certain items if the building work is part of a project to implement approved statutory proposals, but the cost of the same items must be met by the LEA in all other circumstances.



Further complications arise in assigning responsibility for costs based on involved definitions of what constitutes ‘school premises’, ‘school buildings’, and ‘site’, and in differentiating between ‘internal’ and ‘external’ repairs to buildings. Another difficulty is that governing bodies are responsible for the provision of ‘equipment’, but equipment is not defined in the Education Acts.



The basis on which the respective responsibilities of governing bodies and LEAs must be applied in differing types of building projects, together with vague or absent definitions of precisely where responsibilities begin and end, have led to various and often differing interpretations by advisers to the Churches and the Department’s lawyers on who should pay for what. These differences of opinion continue to be a constant source of irritation for all stakeholders in the VA sector and divert large amounts of time and attention away from work to raise standards. 



The current division of liabilities imposes enormous bureaucratic burdens on schools, Dioceses, LEAs and the Department. It complicates every stage of the building approval and grant payment systems and prolongs significantly the time needed to process casework. 



PROPOSALS FOR A NEW SYSTEM



THE KEY PRINCIPLE



The key principle underpinning the proposals in this Consultation Paper is that governing bodies should be responsible for the construction, alteration and repair of all VA school buildings, including excepted buildings such as caretaker’s houses, kitchens and dining halls, whilst LEAs should provide all the necessary furniture, fittings and equipment to enable those buildings to function as a school. This approach is broadly in keeping with the original intentions of the 1944 settlement, and would remove many of the distortions and complications that have crept into the system over the years.



Question 1: Do you agree that this is a reasonable principle for reviewing the liabilities arrangements? Are there other key principles that you think we should use? If you are not in favour, give reasons. 



THE CHANGES



Applying the above principle, the basis on which responsibility for meeting costs would be assigned under these proposals is shown at Annex C. 





Question 2: Does the broad division of responsibilities shown at Annex C look right? If not, what modifications would you like to see?



The main elements of change that would be introduced by such a system are shown in the following sections. As part of this consultation, we are seeking information on the cost implications of the proposals. There may also be implications for the basis on which buildings are insured - these will need to be considered when the final shape of the new system is known. The changes that we are proposing in this Consultation Paper should be considered as a complete package. However, we need to understand the potential impact of each main part of the proposals to ensure that the overall effect is reasonable. We would then seek to transfer money between baselines so that the overall effect on LEAs, after taking into account administrative savings, is cost-neutral. This should be borne in mind when answering the questions that follow.  



Excepted Buildings



Under the proposed new scheme, the cost of the provision, alteration and repair of excepted buildings (ie caretaker’s houses, kitchens, medical/dental inspection rooms but excluding buildings situated on playing fields) would transfer from LEAs to governing bodies. In some instances, the freehold interest in a caretaker’s house may be held by the LEA. In these cases, in order to protect the normal pattern of ownership of VA school buildings, the LEA would need to convey its interest in the property to the trustees of the school. The LEA’s interests would be protected by an entitlement to receive a just proportion of any sale proceeds realised by the trustees on disposal, after taking into account any investment in the property made by the governing body following the conveyance to the trustees.    



It follows, under these proposals, that LEAs would have no responsibility for costs associated with any school buildings. Before we could implement this proposed change, we would need to quantify the potential impact on costs.  



Question 3: Would you be content for VA school governing bodies to be responsible for the provision of excepted buildings as part of this package of proposals? If not, what concerns would you have?



Question 4: For LEAs only, how much on average per annum does your Authority spend on the provision and alteration of excepted buildings at VA schools?



Sites



Sites would continue to be provided by LEAs for non-statutory transfers and non-significant enlargements. Although governing bodies are currently required to provide the site (and buildings) to implement approved statutory proposals, we propose to adopt the more flexible  approach given to Foundation and Voluntary Controlled schools under paragraph 13 of Schedule 6 to the School Standards & Framework Act 1998. Under these provisions, statutory proposals may be implemented by the promoters/governing body and the LEA to the extent that the proposals provide for each of them to do so. The site provider under these arrangements would be responsible for all site preparation and development costs, thereby avoiding the complex division of such costs under existing arrangements. 



An LEA that provided a site under these provisions would need to convey its interest in the site to the trustees of the school to protect the normal pattern of ownership at VA schools. The LEA’s interests would be protected by an entitlement to receive a just proportion of any sale proceeds arising from the subsequent disposal of the land by the trustees, after taking into account any investment in the land made by the governing body following the conveyance to the trustees. 



Question 5: Would you be content for the more flexible approach to the provision of sites described in paragraph 20 above to apply to VA schools? If not, what concerns would you have? 



Question 6: For Dioceses only, how often do you provide sites for VA schools to implement statutory proposals and what are the approximate costs on average per annum?



Furniture, Fittings & Equipment



Assigning responsibility for the provision and repair of furniture, fittings and equipment is one of the most involved and burdensome features of the current arrangements. Items assigned to the governing body in one type of case - for example, where statutory proposals are involved - are assigned to the LEA in other instances. The new system proposes that the need to provide, for the first time, any individual item of furniture, fittings or equipment (‘initial provision’) would be met by LEAs in all cases. This responsibility would extend to the initial provision of such items following alteration work to the school buildings.



A possible definition of all the items that would constitute furniture, fittings and equipment is provided at Annex D. This definition makes no distinction between ‘fixed’ or ‘loose’ items of furniture, thereby removing many of the difficulties caused by the current arrangements. 



Governing bodies would be responsible for any capital expenditure to repair or replace items of furniture, fittings and equipment, provided initially by the LEA, that were deemed to be beyond economic repair. The cost of such small-scale capital work would normally be met from either formula repair or formula capital allocations. 



Question 7: As part of this package of proposals, would you be content for LEAs to provide furniture, fittings and equipment in all cases? If not, what concerns would you have?



Question 8: For Dioceses only, what are the approximate annual average costs of meeting the current governing bodies’ responsibilities for furniture, fittings and equipment at VA schools?



Question 9: Do you agree that decisions about the repair or replacement of existing items of furniture, fittings and equipment (including, for example, kitchen equipment) should be controlled and funded by the governing body? If not, what concerns would you have?



It could be argued that further simplification would be achieved by assigning responsibility for the initial provision of furniture, fittings and equipment to governing bodies, in addition to their responsibility to repair and replace these items, as proposed at paragraph 25 above. Such an approach might give rise to consideration of whether grant to support this type of capital expenditure should continue to be provided at current levels. This would need to be considered in the context of the overall package of changes. Although this approach would not be wholly consistent with the key principle set out at paragraph 16, it would have the merit of delivering an even simpler system by removing entirely any element of shared responsibility for meeting the costs of furniture, fittings and equipment. 





Question 10: As an alternative to the proposed treatment of furniture, fittings and equipment outlined in this Paper, would you be content for governing bodies to become solely responsible for the provision, repair and replacement of all items of furniture, fittings and equipment? If so, why would you prefer this approach? If not, what would be your concerns?



Internal & External Revenue Repairs and Maintenance



At present, all items of repair work are designated as either ‘internal’ or ‘external’ in order to determine whether the governing body or the LEA is liable to meet the costs. The proposed new system would mean that all internal and external revenue repair and maintenance expenditure - which would be defined in accordance with the CIPFA accountancy guidance already used by LEAs to identify such work at all other categories of school - would be met by governing bodies. Any other building work at VA schools that fell outside this definition would be treated as expenditure of a capital nature. This would bring the funding of capital and repair and maintenance at VA schools into line with all other schools. In turn, this would help to ensure greater consistency and fairness across all schools in Fair Funding arrangements and in the implementation of work in AMPs. All types of revenue repair and maintenance work would be supported with 100% grant. On that basis, formula repair allocations by the Department to VA schools would include:



the 100% value of work for external revenue repairs plus



the total value of funds previously delegated to VA schools by LEAs under Fair Funding schemes to meet their responsibilities for internal revenue repairs and maintenance, and other work not assigned specifically to governing bodies.



The above change would mean that LEAs would not have to delegate any revenue repair and maintenance funding to VA schools under Fair Funding schemes, nor retain funds to meet other expenditure which is treated by LEAs as capital in nature. Nevertheless, Fair Funding principles would be safeguarded since resources for all repairs would still be devolved to school governing bodies. Although some of the flexibility allowed by Fair Funding schemes would be lost (for example, all repair and maintenance funds for VA schools would be ring-fenced), this system would otherwise deliver greater consistency with the arrangements that operate at other schools in that VA school governing bodies would have full responsibility for managing funds for all revenue-type repair and maintenance work.



Question 11: Would you be content for VA school governing bodies to be responsible for both internal and external revenue repair and maintenance costs, with an entitlement to 100% grant? If not, what concerns would you have? 



Question 12: Conversely, would you prefer LEAs to become responsible for both internal and external revenue repair and maintenance costs, supported with funding delegated by LEAs to VA schools under Fair Funding schemes? If so, why would you prefer this approach? 



Question 13: For LEAs only, what is the total value of the revenue repair and maintenance funding delegated by your Authority to all VA schools under Fair Funding schemes? 







Question 14: For LEAs only, on the basis of your answer to Question 13, what is the average amount delegated per annum to:



each VA primary school, and



	b. each VA secondary school? 



Question 15: For LEAs only, how much on average per annum does your Authority spend at VA schools out of non-delegated/retained funds on:



capitalised or structural repairs, and



b. other capital work for responsibilities not assigned specifically to governing  bodies?   



Implications for LEA funding



Under current arrangements, LEAs receive a specific allocation of funds in the form of Supplementary Credit Approvals (SCA) for their share of costs of building projects named in the main Annual Capital Guidelines (ACG) bidding round. LEAs also receive a formula allocation within the ACG to reflect their liabilities for projects funded through the LEA Minor Works Scheme. Similarly, LEAs receive a formula allocation through the Standards Fund for their liabilities on schools’ formula capital projects. Finally, LEAs’ liabilities for revenue repair and maintenance costs are reflected in their Standard Spending Assessment (SSA) - LEAs are required to delegate these funds to schools through Fair Funding schemes.



Implementing the proposals in this Paper should not lead to any significant changes to the routes through which LEAs receive funding to meet their responsibilities for capital expenditure at VA schools. However, the proposals at paragraphs 26 and 27 above, whereby liability for internal repair and maintenance costs would move from LEAs to governing bodies, would require a baseline transfer of funds from the SSA to the VA budget to provide governing bodies with the grant they would need to meet their extended responsibilities. 



At present, LEAs receive formula funding, calculated at 20% of the value of the grant made available to support LEA Minor Works projects and for schools formula capital, to meet their responsibilities for work funded under these programmes. We are currently reviewing this rate following recent changes arising from the implementation of the new capital strategy. The proposals in this Paper would lead to a reduction in LEAs’ responsibilities to meet costs under these programmes. As a consequence, the funding LEAs receive to meet these responsibilities would be reduced accordingly. The precise nature and the timing of that adjustment would need to reflect the decisions that are taken on matters raised elsewhere in this Paper.



Fees



The proposed new system would reduce the complexity of the professional work undertaken for VA schools by external buildings consultants. In particular, plans, drawings and costings for building work would not need to be broken down to show how responsibilities for different elements of the work should be assigned between governing bodies and LEAs. This should generate a corresponding reduction in fee levels. 







Question 16: Do you agree that the proposed simplification of the liabilities system should reduce fees? If so, what percentage saving would you expect?



THE NEW GUIDANCE



Departmental guidance to support this new approach might take the form of the document included at Annex D. This guidance is substantially simpler, more logical and much shorter than the prescriptive approach of the Liabilities List shown at Annex B. A possible definition of all the work that would be treated as ‘Revenue Repairs and Maintenance’ is shown at Annex E. 



Question 17: Are the broad definitions at Annex D sufficiently clear and unambiguous? If not, how would you improve them? Are any important items missing?



Question 18: Do the definitions at Annex D draw a clear distinction between where the governing body’s responsibility to provide buildings ends and the LEA’s responsibility to furnish those buildings begins? If not, how might this line be drawn more clearly?



Question 19: Does the document at Annex E provide a clear definition of the work that would be treated as revenue repairs and maintenance? If not, what changes would you like to see?



THE BENEFITS



Reducing bureaucratic burdens



The proposals offer a very significant streamlining of the current arrangements by:



placing responsibility for the provision, alteration, repair and maintenance of all school buildings (including excepted buildings) with the promoters/governing body - the plans and costings for  building projects would no longer need to differentiate between governing body and LEA responsibilities and their associated costs;



offering a more flexible approach to implementing statutory proposals, in line with the arrangements introduced last year for Voluntary Controlled and Foundation schools. Site provision costs would be borne by the promoters/governing body and the LEA to the extent that the proposals provide for them to do so, rather than the existing arrangements where all of these costs fall automatically to promoters/governing bodies;



replacing the currently very muddled arrangements for the provision and repair of furniture, fittings and equipment, under which either governing bodies or LEAs are responsible for meeting the costs depending on the circumstances;



assigning maintenance and all revenue repairs, both internal and external, to the governing body with grant support at 100%. Day-to-day revenue repair and maintenance work would be managed and controlled entirely by the governing body;



minimising the time that needs to be spent by governing bodies and headteachers in arranging for building work to be carried out. Such savings in time could be diverted towards leadership, teaching and raising standards. Headteachers of primary schools in particular, and other teacher or staff governors, would be able to spend much more time in the classroom as a result of these changes;





speeding up the planning and delivery of VA school building projects to meet the needs of schools better;



introducing processes which would be much more consistent with the arrangements at other schools. This is in line with the Capital Strategy which aims to converge as far as possible the VA capital and repair funding systems with arrangements that operate at all other maintained schools, whilst respecting the essential differences.



Question 20: Are there any other benefits that might flow from these proposals? If so, what are they?



Question 21: Do you see any disbenefits? If so, what are they?



Administrative savings



The proposed simplification of the liabilities system outlined in this Consultation Paper would generate administrative savings for the Department, Dioceses and LEAs, as well as for schools.



DfEE



Although the number of claims for grant would increase due to the wider range of repair and maintenance work funded directly by the Department, the simplified approach to liabilities is likely to deliver overall savings on administration and a faster turnaround of claims. 



Dioceses and other voluntary bodies



For many VA schools, applications for building approval and grant claim processes are administered by their Dioceses. In future, Dioceses would not need to be involved in any repair projects (schools would need no financial support from Dioceses if grant for these projects is paid at 100%), nor in small-scale formula capital projects. This streamlined approach to liabilities would reduce Diocesan administrative costs. Other voluntary bodies that provide administrative support for their schools would also be able to reduce their involvement. 



LEAs



Currently, LEAs are involved directly in the detail of the planning and execution of building work at VA schools as they need to discuss and agree their share of costs, based on the current division of liabilities. A more streamlined system would avoid the need for most involvement by LEAs. This would reduce significantly the level of administration that is needed for premises work at VA schools.



Informal contact with LEAs indicates that the level of administrative resources in place to deal with VA school matters varies widely. Some LEAs have several officers who are dedicated totally to VA school building projects. Others delegate to VA schools a high proportion of the funds needed to meet the LEA’s share of costs, thereby keeping central administration to a minimum. If the proposals in this Consultation Paper were implemented, LEAs’ involvement in building work at VA schools, excluding the provision of land for sites and playing fields, would be restricted to the initial provision of furniture, fittings and equipment.





Question 22: For LEAs only, how many of your staff on average (full-time equivalents) are currently engaged in premises and building work at VA schools?



CONCLUSION



The current provisions which govern the assignment of costs at VA schools require processes and procedures which are cumbersome, complex and time-consuming. They impose enormous bureaucratic burdens on schools, Dioceses, LEAs and the Department. Detailed project information must be scrutinised at every stage of the building approval and grant payment processes. In many instances, these arrangements obstruct the speedy and efficient completion of projects that are intended to raise standards, and often prevent governing bodies from carrying out building work when it needs to be done. The proposed new approach would streamline and simplify the building approval and grant payment processes, thereby removing bureaucratic burdens. The governing bodies of VA schools would have a straightforward task of providing and maintaining all their school buildings, which would provide them with greater control over the management of their building stock. Any division of responsibilities that still existed (as proposed at Annex B) would be defined clearly and unambiguously (in either primary of secondary legislation), thereby preventing the existing complicated and drawn-out debates about who should pay for what. 



Question 23: Do you have any other comments on the approach outlined above? Are there issues, either general or about any particular aspect of the proposals, that we have not tackled? If so, what are they, and how would you want us to deal with them?

Note 2	LEA liability for repairs to the interior of the School Buildings includes the replacement with up-to-date items serving the same purpose.  However, when items are replaced with superior products, necessary to meet DfEE constructional standards, then such items may be classified as alterations (improvements) and become the financial liability of the Governors with grant-aid from the DfEE.  Advice should be sought from the DfEE if the Governors intend to replace, or are asked to replace, existing items, the repair of which would normally be the responsibility of the LEA.

DEFINITIONS:



1. Site Provision  



The provision of all land needed for the purposes of the school, excluding only land designated as ‘playing fields’. 



2. Site Preparation



Preparing a site to allow building work to commence: to include any demolition (also reinstatement of site after demolition), site clearance work, tree felling, filling of ditches, ponds etc. and removal of both contaminated and non contaminated fill. 

 

3. Site Development



All costs associated with developing land, both inside and outside the school site, to facilitate use for school purposes: to include the provision of drains, access roads, paths, car/bus parking, fencing and retaining/boundary walls around the school site, playgrounds, cycle sheds, utility cabling, pipeworks and connection charges, landscaping and school signs.       



4. Provision and Maintenance of Playing Fields



The provision and maintenance of all land designated as playing fields, hard-court pitches and tennis courts: to include fencing and gates around playing fields, pavilions and games equipment stores situated on such land.



5. Provision of School Buildings



All buildings needed for the purposes of the school: to include roofs, walls, doors, floors, ceilings, lighting, power sockets, heating and plumbing, and connections to services. 



6. Capital Alteration Work



All capital expenditure (ie expenditure that falls outside the definition of ‘revenue repairs and maintenance’ expenditure) on the existing school site or buildings



7. Provision of Furniture, Fittings and Equipment



All internal items of furniture, fittings and equipment needed to enable buildings to function as a school: to include blackboards, whiteboards, notice boards, name boards, signs, projection screens, burglar alarms, carpets, doormats, matwells, wood, vinyl, linoleum and tiled flooring, chairs, changing room benches,  lockers, coat hooks, class change system, cloakroom fittings, curtain rails, curtains, shower curtains, stage curtains, pelmets, blinds, blind fittings, desks, display boards and display shelving, door entry system, drinking fountains, fans, including extractor and portable fans , fire alarms, fire extinguishers, fire blankets and hose reels, fume cupboards, induction loops, information technology equipment, TV and video equipment, kilns, kitchen equipment, PE / Gym equipment, public address/sound amplification system, rubbish bins, shelving, sinks, smoke detectors, telephones, video surveillance system and wall mirrors.  



8. Revenue Repairs and Maintenance



All work described as ‘Revenue Repairs and Maintenance’ in DfEE guidance.
