	All professional associations and other statutory consultees welcomed the policy of providing sabbaticals for teachers and agreed that the purpose of the sabbatical should be to enhance teachers’ learning and effectiveness and bring subsequent benefits to pupils and schools.  Most considered that proposals for sabbaticals should be linked with the school improvement plan and the processes of planned professional development and objective setting in schools.  Most thought that six weeks was a realistic time for the professional development, research and placement activities proposed.  Overall, they considered that the allocation of time, for example, sharing a sabbatical or the flexible use of time should be decided according to the nature of the sabbatical activity.  They made suggestions about the eligibility criteria to make it more flexible.
