Citation, commencement and interpretation

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations amend the Day Care and Child Minding (National Standards) (England) Regulations 2003.  In addition to the requirements set out in the 2003 Regulations they require a person who is registered under Part XA of the Children Act 1989 (as inserted by the Care Standards Act 2000 (c.14)) to act as a child minder or provide day care to maintain a record of all complaints made in respect of the care provided by them. It is an offence for a registered child minder or day care provider to refuse to disclose the record of complaints within the time specified in a compliance notice served upon him by the registration authority. Criminal proceedings may only be taken by Her Majesty’s Chief Inspector of Schools in England.
