� A decision not to carry out a monitoring visit would have to be taken by a senior manager. Ofsted might decide not to carry out regular visits where we have particular reason to believe that a person is not providing childcare in contravention of the suspension or agreement. For example, we might not have to visit if another agency, such as the police, is regularly in touch with a person.  





� Senior managers will decide on a case by case basis whether a visit is necessary to check completion of an action or actions. We normally visit to check compliance with a notice but may accept written confirmation that an action has been taken. This written confirmation should be accompanied by documentary evidence, such as a photograph or a copy of a required procedure.
