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The Secretary of State for Education and Skills in exercise of the power conferred by section 28R(12) of the Disability Discrimination Act 1995(
) hereby makes the following regulations:

1. These regulations may be cited as the Disability Discrimination (Student Services) Regulations 2001 and shall come into force on […].

2. The following services are to be regarded (so as to remove any doubt) as student services for the purposes set out in subsection 28R(2) of the Disability Discrimination Act 1995:

(1)
the arranging of field trips;

(2) the arranging of study abroad or work placements abroad; 

(3) the arranging of outings and trips;

(4) the finding of work placements whether connected with work placements required to fulfil course requirements or connected with work placements of any other kind;

(5) the provision of leisure and sports facilities;

(6) the provision of catering;

(7) the provision of campus or college shops; and

(8) the provision of car parking.

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Regulations)

By reason of section 28R(2) of the Disability Discrimination Act 1995 it is unlawful for the body responsible for an educational institution to discriminate against a disabled student in the student services it provides, or offers to provide.  Student services for this purpose are defined by section 28R(12) as meaning services of any description, which are provided wholly or mainly for students.  These regulations provide that the services listed in regulation 2 are to be regarded as student services so as to resolve any doubt that might otherwise exist that section 28R(2) applies to those particular services just as it applies to all services falling within the above definition.
