The Secretary of State, in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 537A and 569 of the Education Act 1996(
) and sections 99, 100 and 104 of the Childcare Act 2006(
), makes the following Regulations:

Citation, commencement and application

1. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  These Regulations may be cited as the Education (Provision of Information About Young Children) (England) Regulations 2007 and come into force on …….
(1) These Regulations apply only in relation to England.

Interpretation

2.  In these Regulations—

“the 1996 Act” means the Education Act 1996;
“the 2006 Act” means the Childcare Act 2006;
“local authority” has the same meaning as “English Local Authority” in section 106 of the 2006 Act or “local authority” in section 579 of the 1996 Act, as the case requires;

“the foundation stage” has the same meaning as in section 81 of the Education Act 2002(
);
“assessment scales” has the same meaning as in The Education (National Curriculum) (Foundation Stage Profile Assessment Arrangements) (England) Order 2003(d);

“the foundation stage profile” has the same meaning as in The Education (National Curriculum) (Foundation Stage Profile Assessment Arrangements) (England) Order 2003(e).
3.  For the purposes of these regulations, “funded nursery education” means nursery education, within the meaning of Part 5 of the School Standards and Framework Act 1998(f), which is provided —

(a) to a pupil in a maintained school or a maintained nursery school; or
(b) by a person under arrangements made with that person by a local education authority in England in pursuance of the duty imposed on the authority by section 118 of the School Standards and Framework Act 1998 and in consideration of financial assistance provided by the authority under those arrangements.
Requirement to provide information

4. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  For the purposes of section 537A(1) of the 1996 Act, individual pupil information is as set out in Part 1 of the Schedule.

(1) A person who provides funded nursery education in accordance with regulation 3(a) must, when required to do so, provide to the relevant person each requested item of individual pupil information. 
5. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  For the purposes of section 99(1) of the 2006 Act, individual child information is as set out in  Parts 1 and 2 of the Schedule.

(1) A person who provides funded nursery education in accordance with regulation 3(b) must, when required to do so, provide to the relevant person each requested item of individual child information.
6.   A person will have complied with regulation 4 if they provide each item of individual pupil information held by them that is requested.

7.  A person will have complied with regulation 5 if they provide each item of individual child information held by them that is requested.
Prescribed persons

8.  For the purposes of section 99(2)(b) of the 2006 Act and section 537A(2)(b) of the 1996 Act, the local authority in whose area the funded nursery education is provided is a prescribed person.

9.  For the purposes of sections 99(3)(b), (4)(b), (5)(b)(i), and (6)(c) of the 2006 Act and sections 537A(3)(b), (4)(b), (5)(b)(i) and (6)(c) of the 1996 Act, any of the following is a prescribed person  —

(a) the Office for Standards in Education;

(b) the Qualifications and Curriculum Authority;

(c) the local authority referred to in regulation 8 or any other relevant local authority;

(d) the National Assessment Agency;

(e) a relevant school.
Prescribed category of persons

10.  For the purposes of sections 99(4)(c) and (5)(b)(ii) of the 2006 Act and sections 537A(4)(c) and (5)(b)(ii) of the 1996 Act, either of the following categories of person is a prescribed category:

(a) persons conducting research into the educational achievements of children and who require individual child information  for that purpose;

(b) persons conducting research into the educational achievements of pupils and who require individual pupil information for that purpose.
