ADDITIONAL SCHOOLS REGULATIONS (SCHOOL ORGANISATION)

This note explains what each regulation will do.

Regulation 1 will indicate when the regulations are due to come into force.  
Regulation 2 defines the terms used in the regulations.

Regulation 3 requires the initial notice from the LEA inviting interested parties to bring forward bids for additional secondary schools to contain the information specified in Schedule 1 to the regulations.

Regulation 4 requires the bids to be returned within two months of the notice.

Regulation 5 prescribes how the notice must be published - ie by being put in a local newspaper and sent to interested parties.

Regulation 6 prescribes that bids must contain the information specified in Part 1 of Schedule 2.  

Regulation 7 prescribes that proposals that the LEA wants to publish itself must contain the information specified in Part 2 of Schedule 2.

Regulation 8 prescribes how details of the proposals from other bidders and the LEA must be published – ie by giving the main details of each bid in a local newspaper and saying where the full proposals may be seen, and by sending copies of the proposals to the main interested parties.

Regulation 9 says that anyone may comment on or make objections to the proposals within a month of their publication.

Regulation 10 says that the LEA must send to the local School Organisation Committee within a week of the end of the representation period in regulation 9 a copy of any comments or objections received.

Regulation 11 provides that the School Organisation Committee shall consider and comment on the proposals within one month of the proposals being published.

Regulation 12 provides that the School Organisation Committee may seek further comments on any objections or comments made.  

Regulation 13 provides that the School Organisation Committee shall have regard to any guidance provided by the Secretary of State when considering proposals for the establishment of an additional secondary school.

Regulation 14 requires the School Organisation Committee to forward the proposals to the Secretary of State, together with their comments on them, within a month or receiving them from the LEA.  

Regulation 15 provides that proposals may be withdrawn in writing at any time before they are decided.  

Regulation 16 specifies that promoters and the LEA may apply to the Secretary of State for a modification of approved proposals.  
Regulation 17 provides that before modifying proposals or removing the duty to implement approved proposals, the Secretary of State shall consult the promoters and the LEA.

Schedule 1 specifies the information that must be contained in the initial notice inviting proposals for an additional secondary school.  

Schedule 2 Part 1 specifies the information that a promoter must give in proposals brought forward in response to the invitation to bid.

Schedule 2 Part 2 specifies the information that the LEA must give in its own proposals to establish an additional secondary school.
