at level 2 and level 3 they are not part of the single offer for 16 to 23 year olds

The single offer contains GCSES, AS and A Levels, Access to HE and 2018 and 2019 16 to 19
performance table qualifications. In addition to this, to provide stability we have retained for one further
year the 2017 performance table qualifications where they are currently part of the 2016 to 2017 level 2
and level 3 legal entitlement offer.
