 Standards Framework?

It is a framework which summarises the National Standards                                that currently exist in teaching under the ten dimensions of teaching and leadership. It also sets out elements from the OfSTED inspection criteria.

 It aims to show you at a glance how the expectations of   

 teachers can grow and change at different stages of a  

 career as they take on different roles within a school.

 It should help you to recognise your existing expertise and

 achievements as well as any development needs.

 It may also help you to develop a clearer and more

 relevant job description.               
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	  The ten dimensions of teaching and leadership are:

· knowledge and understanding;

· planning and setting expectations;

· teaching and managing pupil learning;

· assessment and evaluation;

· pupil achievement;

· relations with parents and the wider community;

· managing own performance and development;

· managing and developing staff and other adults;

· managing resources;

· strategic leadership.

	What standards does it cover?

End of Induction

At the end of induction teachers have

met the Qualified Teacher Status (QTS) and 

Induction standards.  These include: curricular knowledge,

planning and expectations, teaching and assessing 

and taking responsibility for their own professional

development.

Threshold

Threshold teachers are effective professionals who are thorough in their curricular knowledge, teach and assess  

effectively, take responsibility for their professional development and have pupils who achieve well.
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	Advanced Skills Teacher (AST)

ASTs demonstrate the skills and experience 

necessary to provide pedagogic leadership within

their own and other schools. They play a

key part in raising teaching and learning

standards through the quality of their own

teaching and by supporting the professional

development of their colleagues.

Subject Leader

Subject Leaders provide professional leadership and

management for a subject to secure high quality teaching,

effective use of resources and improved standards of 

learning and achievement for all pupils.
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	SENCO

SENCOs, with the support of the Headteacher and 

Governing Body, take responsibility for the day-to-day

operation of provision made by the school for pupils

with SEN.  They provide professional guidance in the 

area of SEN in order to secure high quality teaching

and the effective use of resources to bring about 

improved standards of achievement for all pupils.

Headteacher

Headteachers provide professional leadership for a school

which secures its success and improvement, ensuring high quality education for all its pupils and improved standards of

learning and achievement.

The framework only covers stages of teaching or roles in schools where National Standards currently exist.  However, if you hold a position that does not have a National Standard, or aspire to do so as part of your career, there may still be relevant ideas you can draw from the Standards that exist.
