	This document on Sex and Relationships Education (SRE) replaces existing guidance to schools (DfES0116/2000). It provides guidance to maintained primary, secondary, special schools and pupil referral units (PRUs) in England on all matters relating to SRE, including how good quality SRE can be planned and delivered, how to develop an SRE policy and how to support the health and social needs of all pupils with regard to sex and relationships.  It is relevant to all staff, particularly senior managers and those responsible for co-ordinating, teaching and supporting the delivery of SRE in schools.  Headteachers and governing bodies are required by law to have regard to the guidance

	Background and Context

	
	In response to the Sex and Relationships Education (SRE) and Drug Education reviews, the Government intend to make Personal, Social, Health and Economic (PSHE) education statutory.  Further guidance will be developed to support its implementation and delivery in schools.

Ministers believe it is important to respond now to the recommendations of the two reviews into SRE and drug education and help schools improve their provision.  Therefore we have decided to produce revised guidance for schools on SRE and drug education in advance of PSHE education becoming statutory.  This guidance will have the same status as the existing guidance which is to provide advice to schools on the sorts of issues they might wish to consider when drawing up policies and providing teaching on drug education and SRE.  We cannot at this stage change its status as we have no powers to do so. 

The final version of the guidance document incorporating appropriate comments will be published in 2010.
