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The Secretary of State for Children, Schools and Families makes the following Regulations in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 88M ,88N, 138(7) and 144(1) of the School Standards and Framework Act 1998(
). 
Citation, commencement and application

1. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  These Regulations may be cited as the School Admissions (Co-ordination of Admission Arrangements) (England) (Amendment) Regulations 2010 and come into force on [ ] 2010.
(1) These regulations apply in relation to the arrangements under which pupils are to be admitted to schools in England in the academic year 2011-2012 and subsequent years.
Amendments to the School Admissions (Co-ordination of Admission Arrangements) (England) Regulations 2008

2. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  The School Admissions (Co-ordination of Admission Arrangements)(England) Regulations 2008(
) are amended as follows.
(1) In regulation 3, after the definition of “school” insert 

“school prospectus” means the document  published by a governing body in accordance with regulation 10 of the School Information (England) Regulations 2008(
).
(2) Insert new regulation 4A —
Amendment to qualifying schemes for academic year 2011-2012

“For qualifying schemes that apply to the admission arrangements for the academic year 2011-2012, local authorities must amend their common application form so as to comply with paragraph 1(ca) of Schedule 1.”
(3) In Schedule 1 insert new paragraph 1(ca) —
 “(ca) ensure that the common application form includes a statement  explaining that by submitting this form, parents are deemed to have accepted the policies of each school, as set out in the school prospectus, in respect of which they have made an application.”
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EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations make a minor amendment to the School Admissions (Co-ordination of Admission Arrangements)(England) Regulations 2008 (“the Co-ordination Regulations”):
Regulation 2(3) amends Schedule 1 of the Co-ordination Regulations so as to require the common application form to include a standard paragraph stating that by submitting this form, parents are deemed to have accepted the policies, as set out in each school’s prospectus, of each school that they are applying to.
Local authorities are required by the Co-ordination Regulations to formulate their schemes for the co-ordination of admissions in 2011/2012 by 1st January 2010. Regulation 2(2) requires authorities to amend their common application forms for this academic year so as to comply with this requirement.
These regulations come into force on [  ] and will have effect in relation to applications for admissions for the academic year 2011/2012 and subsequent years.
