	Executive Summary

	1.1
	In 2004 the Government decided that commissioning and managing IAG services should be the responsibility of local authorities.  These arrangements have been fully in place since April 2008 and were made statutory by s68 and s69 of the Education and Skills Act 2008. Under sub-section 4 of s68, local authorities must (a) comply with directions of the Secretary of State made under section 69 and (b) have regard to any guidance issued by the Secretary of State.  

	1.2
	The attached Directions and Statutory Guidance provide local authorities with a framework for a coordinated approach to planning, managing and reviewing IAG services.  We expect local authorities to place IAG at the heart of their strategies to increase participation and improve 14-19 outcomes and to reflect that importance in their commissioning behaviour. Working with Children's Trusts and 14-19 local partnerships, it is the responsibility of the Elected Members and the Directors of Children's Services to drive forward this agenda.
