	Background and Context

	On 13 April the Department for Education published a consultation on the rationale and principles for reforming the school funding system. The consultation ran for 6 weeks, until 25th May. It was the first stage in consulting on potential reforms to the funding system - it was primarily concerned with high level objectives and aims for reform and did not set out detailed proposals or solutions.  

On 19 July we launched the second part of our consultation on school funding reform, which lasts until 11 October. The consultation document sets out proposals for the mechanics of a new funding system, the contents of a new national formula and future funding arrangements for the Pupil Premium, early years provision and High Cost Pupils.
