This is a shorter, six week consultation as this is the first stage of a two-part consultation. Taking into account the views expressed in response to this document we expect to publish further proposals, which will be subject to a full twelve week consultation later in the spring or over the summer.  
Separately, because we consider the current system for funding Academies to be unsustainable, we are also publishing more detailed interim proposals for the funding of Academies alongside this consultation.
