	In the Schools White Paper, The Importance of Teaching, published in November 2010, the Government made the commitment to consult on a ‘simplified and less prescriptive' Admissions Code. The draft School Admissions Code and draft School Admission Appeals Code were published for consultation between 27 May 2011 and 19 August 2011. The response to that consultation and an updated of version of both the Codes were published on 2 November 2011 and can be found by clicking here.  In that response we proposed to run a short consultation on the underpinning regulations for these Codes.  The regulations we propose to revoke are:

· The School Admissions (Admission Arrangements) (England) Regulations 2008

· The School Admissions (Co-ordination of Admission Arrangements) (England) Regulations 2008

· The School Admissions (Local Authority Reports and Admission Forums) (England) Regulations 2008

· The Education (Admissions Appeals Arrangements (England) Regulations 2008

· The Education (Infant Class Sizes) (England) Regulations 1998 

The Department would welcome views on the following draft regulations:

· The School Admissions (Admission Arrangements and Co-ordination of Admission Arrangements) (England) Regulations 2012

· The School Admissions (Appeals Arrangements) (England) Regulations 2012

· The School Admissions (Infant Class Sizes) (England) Regulations 2012

The intention is to lay the draft Codes before Parliament in December and the draft Regulations before Parliament in January 2012, in order to come into force in February 2012 and thereby have effect for the 2013/14 academic year.
