GUIDANCE ON SCHOOL SIXTH FORM FUNDING

HANDLING NOTE 13 – GRANT LETTER TO LEA
To Executive Directors and local LSC sixth form contacts

Introduction

As you will be aware the payments to LEAs in respect of school sixth form allocations and post 16 SEN allocations are due to begin on 3 April 2002.

It is important that before this date all LEAs have received the schedule from the LSC setting out the conditions of funding.  

Background

It is intended that LSC will issue a single overarching grant letter to cover all funding streams, FE, WBL, ACL, school sixth forms etc.  There will then be a separate section one for each of the streams detailing the specific conditions of funding that apply for that stream.  For most streams funding does not begin until August 2002 by which the main grant letter and separate sections need to have been issued.  For school sixth forms however funding begins on 3 April therefore the conditions need to be set out and communicated to LEAs earlier hence the need to issue the schedule of conditions of grant before the other funding streams.  A schedule of conditions of grant has now been prepared in conjunction with the provider assurance team and the Council’s legal team.

process

1. Accompanying this handling note is the following documents:-
· the conditions of grant schedule for LEAs with school sixth forms;
· the conditions of grant schedule for LEAs with no school sixth form;
· a model covering letter for LEAs with school sixth forms;
· a model covering letter for LEAs with no school sixth forms.   
2. Local LSCs should insert the appropriate LEA name into the appropriate conditions of grant schedule, and attach as Annex A the LEA summary and letter that was sent to each authority earlier this month.   The Executive Director should then sign the back page in the appropriate place.  (If you have sent a revised LEA summary to any authority in your area please ensure that the most recent one is attached.)
3. The appropriate covering letter should be topped and tailed by the Executive director.
4. Two copies of the conditions of grant (complete with annex A) and the covering letter should be sent to each LEA in your area.
5. LEAs should return to the local LSC one copy of the conditions of grant signed by the Director of Education or the person in that authority responsible for education.
6. Having checked that the original signed copies have been received, local LSCs should then send photocopies of the signed page of the conditions of grant to National office for the attention of Sharon Cropley.  Originals should be kept at the local LSC.
