Personal Pupil Data: Traveller Status

Traveller or Occupational Traveller
The Information Commissioner (formerly the Data Protection Registrar) has advised that pupils aged 11-15 are considered capable of deciding their own personal identity in terms of ethnic background, first language, faith, Traveller status and disability. The DfES recommends that this decision be made with the support and knowledge of those with parental responsibility.  Pupils aged 16 and over are recommended to make their own decision.

Those who may regard themselves as Travellers may do so because of family traditions, occupation, heritage or culture. This would usually include those of Gypsy/Roma heritage, Travellers of Irish Heritage, Circus and Fairground (Show) People, Bargees and New Travellers. This would also include members of any of these groups even if living for some or part of a school year in permanent or static housing or those who have an occasional, regular or seasonal Traveller lifestyle.
