In accordance with section 45(2) of the Childcare Act 2006(
) (“the Act”) the Secretary of State for Education and Skills has given notice of his proposal to make this Order;

And in accordance with section 45(3) of the Act the Secretary of State has considered the evidence and representations submitted to him in pursuance of section 45(2) and in accordance with section 45(3) has published a draft of this Order and any associated documents and a summary of the views expressed to him;

Accordingly the Secretary of State, in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 39(1)(a), 42(1), (2), (3), (4) and (5),  and 44(1) of the Act, makes the following Order:
Citation and commencement
1.  This Order may be cited as the Early Years Foundation Stage (Learning and Development Requirements) Order 2007 and shall come into force on [X] 2008.
Interpretation

2.  In this Order –
“the Act” means the Childcare Act 2006;

“assessment scales” means the scales set out in Appendix 1 to the Document;

“the Document” means the Document entitled “the Early Years Foundation Stage Statutory Framework” published by the Secretary of State [ISBN number or other reference to be inserted here].
Specification of the learning and development requirements

3. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  It is directed that the provisions relating to the learning and development requirements set out in the Document have effect for the purposes of specifying the learning and development requirements (which specify early learning goals, educational programmes and assessment arrangements) under section 39(1)(a) of the Act.
(1) Early years providers to whom section 40 of the Act applies must have regard to the requirements and guidance referred to in the Document in securing that the early years provision they provide meets the learning and development requirements.
Early years provider assessment

4. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  It shall be the duty of an early years provider to ensure that an Early Years Foundation Stage profile is completed in the final term of the Early Years Foundation Stage in accordance with the provisions of this Order.
(1) An Early Years Foundation Stage profile for a young child is a summary statement of the level of attainment achieved by a young child on each of the assessment scales in relation to each of the early learning goals.
(2) An early years provider to whom section 40 of the Act applies must have regard to the Document in conducting the assessment of young children and in relation to the completion of the Early Years Foundation Stage profiles.

(3) An Early Years Foundation Stage profile shall be completed by the early years provider in respect of young children in the final term of the Early Years Foundation Stage and, in any event, no later than 30th June falling in that term.
Moderation of assessment arrangements

5. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  An English local authority must  make provision for the moderation in their area of the arrangements made by early years providers to assess young children during the Early Years Foundation Stage;
(1) An English local authority shall exercise the functions conferred on it by this article in relation to no less than twenty five per cent of early years providers in the area of the local authority in each year.
(2) An early years provider must–
(a) permit the local authority to enter the premises all reasonable times;
(b) permit the local authority to observe the implementation of the assessment arrangements under article 4;

(c) permit the local authority to inspect, and take copies of documents and other articles relating to Early Years Foundation Stage profiles and assessments; and

(d) provide to the local authority such information relating to such Early Years Foundation Stage profiles and assessments as they may reasonably request.
(3) An English local authority must have regard to the Document in the exercise of functions conferred on it by this article.

(4) For the purposes of this article, “the premises” means the premises on which early years provision is to be provided.
Provision of information to parents

6. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  An early years provider must—
(a) offer to the parent of a young child in relation to whom an Early Years Foundation Stage profile has been completed by that early years provider a written summary reporting the young child’s progress against the early learning goals and the assessment scales; and

(b) where the parent requests it, provide the parent with a copy of the Early Years Foundation Stage profile; and

(c) provide details to the parent of the arrangements under which the Early Years Foundation Stage profile and its results may be discussed with the early years provider by the parent and afford a reasonable opportunity for the parent to discuss the Early Years Foundation Stage profile and its results with that early years provider.

(2) The offer to report to the parent and to discuss progress referred to in paragraph 1(c) shall be made within the term in which the Early Years Foundation Stage profile was completed and the early years provider shall secure that any resulting discussion takes place within that term or as soon thereafter as is reasonably practicable.

(3) In this article “parent” means a parent of a young child and includes any individual who–

(a) has parental responsibility for a young child, or

(b) has care of a young child.

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Order)

This Order made under the Childcare Act 2006 specifies the learning and development requirements in relation to each of the areas of learning and development that early years providers must secure in providing early years provision.  Article 3 specifies the learning and development requirements (which in turn specify early learning goals, educational programmes, and assessment arrangements) and the Early Years Foundation Stage Statutory Framework, published by the Secretary of State for Education and Skills (available from [location to be inserted here]) is given the force of law.  Early years providers are also required to have regard to the requirements and guidance in the Early Years Foundation Stage Statutory Framework in securing that the early years provision they provide meets the learning and development requirements.
The Order also contains further provisions about assessment arrangements.  Article 4 sets out requirements for the Early years provider assessments and the period of time during which an Early Years Foundation Stage profile should be completed.  Article 5 requires local authorities to make provision for the moderation of early years providers’ assessment processes.  Article 6 sets out the early years providers’ functions in relation to providing information to parents about the assessment arrangements provided for in the Order.
The learning and development requirements, together with welfare requirements specified under section 39(1)(b) of the Childcare Act 2006, makes up the Early Years Foundation Stage, which replaces the curriculum guidance for the foundation stage which was given effect by the Education (National Curriculum) (Foundation Stage Early Learning Goals) (England) (Order) 2003 S.I. 2003/391.
