Learning platforms have taken
education beyond the classroom
walls. Class material and coursework
can be accessed ‘anytime, anywhere’
and students can communicate 
and collaborate in a safe 
online environment.

See how learning platforms 
are used and some of the 
many benefits they can bring.

By March 2008 all local authorities will be
offering their schools access to a personal
online learning space.

A personal online learning space supports
learning through a range of systems:

• Tools such as email, messaging, 
forums, wikis and blogs to support
communication and collaboration 

• An area personal to the user, 
for storing files and data 

• Tools to support the creation,
development and management 
of digital content

• Safe and secure 
anytime, anywhere access.

By March 2010 all schools should be using 
a learning platform. This is a system that
incorporates all of the tools listed above
whilst also integrating with the school’s
information management system (or MIS).
