	This guidance on inter-agency co-operation, issued under section 10 of the Children Act 2004, reflects the experience of developing Children's Trust arrangements since the publication of Every Child Matters. The guidance supplements the Statutory Guidance on inter-agency cooperation to improve wellbeing of children: children's trusts (2005).

	1.2
	The Children's Plan: Building Bright Futures (DCSF December 2007) sets ambitious new goals to make England the best place in the world for children and young people to grow up. Children's Trusts have a vital role in delivering this vision. As the Children Plan makes clear this implies a "new leadership role for Children’s Trusts in every area".

	1.3
	This new supplementary guidance raises the bar. It reflects the thrust of the Children’s Plan to develop greater cultural change within Children’s Trusts so that they understand and focus on children’s needs and building strong local partnerships to improve capacity to work across professional boundaries.
