Independent Review of the Primary Curriculum - Invitation to contribute evidence
As you may be aware, the Secretary of State for Children, Schools and Families has asked me to undertake an independent review of the primary curriculum.  The Secretary of State's remit letter for the review is attached. (Available as a separate download).

A strong, coherent primary curriculum is central to achieving the ambitions of the Children's Plan and delivering the outcomes of the Every Child Matters agenda.  It follows that our central purpose is to make the curriculum as good as it can be for all primary children, taking fully into account the importance of providing continuity with the early years foundation stage and the secondary stage curriculum.

I will be working with the QCA to gather a range of evidence to inform proposals for consideration and development.  We are committed to making sure that the review benefits from an open process and takes serious account of the views of all its stakeholders.  QCA has already begun this process.  Over the coming months they will be running a series of regional conferences and seminars to seek views and develop proposals.

I have been asked to provide an interim report by the end of October 2008 and make final recommendations to the Secretary of State by March 2009 so that the new primary curriculum can be introduced from September 2011.

You are invited to provide evidence and comment on any of the five aspects of the review set out in the questionnaire.
