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Classification of CBDS data items

The CBDS (see figure 1 above) data items can be classified as follows: 

· core items that schools and LEAs are expected to maintain continuously, and so be able to provide as and when required;

· standard items that schools and LEAs are not expected to maintain continuously but may be required to provide from time to time, and that general management information systems for them should be able to handle;

· additional items that schools and LEAs may be required to provide from time to time, but for limited and specific purposes.  General Management Information Systems would not necessarily be expected to support these items (for example Asset Management Plans);

· optional items that schools and LEAs will not be required to provide, but may wish to exchange with each other, or between different internal software systems;

· export only items which will not be stored but inputted and transmitted for a particular return (for example a snapshot of classes at the Annual School Census selected time);
· ASC sub-set of CBDS is a mixture of core, standard and export items used for the population of the Annual School Census.
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
