	Overall, very good feedback from those who did respond, although this was a disappointingly small number.  However, we regard the reply numbers as demonstrating that the majority of consultees were happy with the proposed plan, or the response rate would have been higher given how much importance the plans hold for LEAs.

On the role of the LEA, all respondents agreed that it was part of an LEA’s work to disseminate Best Practice, both within their own borders and between other LEAs.

The majority of respondents agreed with the change to a five year, rather than three year, plan as long as there was sufficient flexibility to update that plan whenever local or national need might prompt.

The majority of respondents also agreed with the five mandatory national priorities for the plan, as an LEA could choose up to an additional three local priorities to cover issues highlighted in the local audit of need.

	Two respondents objected to the practice of setting targets for schools and LEAs in general.  One respondent objected to the timescale, the consultation covering the end of one school term, the Summer holiday and the beginning of the Autumn school term.

	Which aspects of the policy area changed as a result of the consultation?
	‘Unauthorised absence’ targets were changed to ‘increasing attendance’ targets to encompass authorised absence also in the LEA’s drive to raise attendance.

It was emphasised that Special Educational Needs be included in plans for each priority, rather than dealt with separately.

Expenditure at activity level would not be required for EDP2, but only at priority level instead.
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
