2.  These Regulations apply only to England.
Determinations subject to appeal
3.   For the purposes of section 79M(1)(c) of the Children Act 1989 (“the Act”) the prescribed descriptions of determination are as follows–
(a) a determination in relation to the disqualification of a person for registration for child minding or providing day care under paragraph 4 of Schedule 9A to the Act (

These Regulations prescribe the types of determination made by Her Majesty’s Chief Inspector of Schools in his capacity as the registration authority in England for child minders and day care providers in respect of which the applicant has a right of appeal under section 79M(1)(c) of the Children Act 1989.  (Rights of appeal in relation to other decisions of the registration authority are set out in section 79H, 79M(1)(a) and 79M(1)(b) of the Act).
