Citation and commencement

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Disability Discrimination (Justification) Regulations and shall come into force on …

Treatment prescribed to be justified

2. The body responsible for an educational institution falling within one of the categories set out in the schedule hereto is justified in refusing to a disabled person admission to a course or admission to the institution when the reason the disabled person is afforded that treatment is the inability of the disabled person to meet the standard which is set out in the schedule as relating to that category of institution.

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(this note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations set out a number of types of course for which educational institutions of the kind which offer such courses are justified in setting a standard which may require the institution to refuse admission to a disabled person who cannot meet that standard notwithstanding the fact that the reason the disabled person cannot meet the standard is related to his disability.
